Welcome to the Trail’s End Farm CSA! As a Shareholding Member of Trail’s End Farm’s Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) family, you are a very important part of our farm. We look forward to a wonderful 2012 season together as we steward the land, shepherd the animals and care for the fields—providing you with a steady variety of high-quality, chemical-free, simply delicious, ultra-nutritious produce that is quite pretty, too! 











New this year we are arranging a Westwood pickup if there are enough members interested. Details are still being worked out. There will also be the option to pickup at our farm in Janesville on Fri evenings.
In our CSA model, Members pay a fee prior to the growing season, in exchange for boxes picked up June through October. This allows us to purchase seeds and supplies, and make needed farm improvements in the off-season. When the growing season is under way, members receive weekly allotments of the farm harvest. We always plan to have more than enough produce for our Member boxes, but should weather or pests destroy some of the crops, under CSA principles, both the farmer and the consumer agree to share the inherent bounty and/or risk associated with growing chemical-free crops. There will be 19 weeks for shares this year.













Our commitment to you is that we will do our very best to keep boxes full and varied, come what may in the fields. We’ll also supply you with storage tips and delicious recipes so you can make the most of those bounty crops!

Specifics: Our 2012 CSA weekly season will begin June 8-9 and end on September 8-29. Fall shares will be distributed every other week in October. We will deliver to Susanville Saturday Farmer’s Market at _8:30_am to _11:30_ am. Membership is limited. Members will also receive a 10% discount on chicken and a 50¢ per dozen eggs discount at the market. Check which size share you would like:

__Full share cost is $575. Or $517 (10% discount) if you pay by Mar. 3, $546 (5% discount) by Mar. 31
                ( You may make 2 payments: $295 by Mar. 31 and $295 by July 28 )

__Small share cost is $345. Or $310 (10% discount) if you pay by Mar. 3, or $327 (5% discount) by Mar. 31 (You may make 2 payments: $180 by Mar. 31 and $180 by July 28 )

__Eggs: if you want a dozen pasture-raised eggs each week and include an additional $66.50 due with your final payment.
